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ABOUT BDA ENCLAVE  

  With practically no limitations or limits to its expansion and being virtually extension 

of BDA Enclave, Bathinda has naturally come to be the hub of modern urban growth of Punjab. With 

clean air, canal water and ample sunshine Bathinda region is endowed with all the nature's gifts for a

  It is not just chance that this region witnessed one of the earliest civilizations on earth

  Bathinda or Bhatinda (Punjabi: r gÄ h~), named after the Bhati Rajput kings, is one 

of the oldest cities in Punjab, India and the current administrative headquarters of Bathinda District.

  Bathinda is home to two modern thermal power plants, Guru Nanak Dev Thermal 

Plant in the city and the other one, Guru Hargobind Thermal Plant at Lehra Mohabbat. It is also home 

to a fertilizer plant, a large oil refinery, a Zoo, and the historic Qila Mubarak fort. Bathinda is one of 

the biggest food grain and cotton markets in northern India, and the area around Bathinda has become 

a large grape growing area. It is one of the leading cities in Punjab for education. One of the few new 

central universities of India Central University of Punjab is located in Bathinda. Government Rajindra 

College is located in the heart of the city founded by the Maharaja of patiala. The city also has a 

government engineering college named, Giani Zail Singh College Of Engineering & Technology 

.government polytechnic colege, Hi-Tech polytechnic college also impart technical education in  

bathinda. S.S.D. Senior Secondary School (Boys) is one of the oldest educational institutes and many 

English medium schools have also come up in the city during the last 30 years. DAV Public School 

and Delhi Public School
 
 have opened their branches in the city. Many missionary schools are also 

being run in the city like, St. Xavier's Sr. Sec. School, St. Joseph Sr. Sec. School, St. Paul school, 

Deepika Public School etc. Bathinda is often considered to be an educational hub of this region.

2. Those who own or were allotted at any time by a government agency a residential plot fully on

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LETTER OF INTENT (LOI) -ACCEPTANCE OR REFUSAL OF ALLOTMENT
